The 2022 CMIS provides information on malaria-related morbidity and coverage of control interventions,
measured at the household level. During the CMIS, 6,031 households and 6,532 women age 15-49 were surveyed.
In addition, eligible children age 6-59 months were tested for haemoglobin and malaria.
