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CHAPTER 1: PRESENTATION OF THE PHYSICAL 

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE REGION 
 

 

The North West Region, which constitutes part 

of former West Cameroon, is one of the ten 

Regions and one of the two English-speaking 

Regions of Cameroon. Its capital city is 

Bamenda. 

It covers a total surface area of 17 300km
2
. It is 

bordered to the North by the Federal Republic 

of Nigeria, to the West by the South-West 

Region and the Federal Republic of Nigeria, to 

the East by the Adamawa Region, the West 

Region and part of the Federal Republic of 

Nigeria, and finally to the South by the West 

Region and part of the South West Region. 

Situated at an average altitude of 1 550m above 

sea level, the North West is a high land region 

dominated by a range of mountains. Among 

these mountains is Mount Oku which is more 

than 3 000m high. 

The relief, covered with grassy vegetation, 

offers a captivating view characterized by the 

panoramic contrast made by plains surrounded 

by mountainous with solid masses, deep valleys 

which sometimes shelter streams, waterfalls and 

numerous crater lakes. 

Apart from the part of the period of the raining 

season that spans from July to October, the 

Region, for the rest of the year, has a climate 

that is favourable for travelling. It has a soft and 

fresh climate, with temperatures that oscillate 

around 22°C. 

Bamenda, the main agglomeration and 

headquarters of the Region, is an important 

commercial centre and a crossroads for the 

Region. Through the “Ring Road”, which is 

350km long, visitors can admire the touristic 

diversity of the Region: traditional chiefdoms, 

landscapes, lakes, waterfalls, forest reserves, 

etc.

The North West Region, whose capital is 

Bamenda, is one of the two English speaking 

Regions of the country. In the year 2022, it had 7 

out of the 58 Divisions and 34 out of 360 

Subdivisions in the country. 

The number of seats occupied by female 

parliamentarians representing the North West in 

the National House of Assembly increased from 

1 out of 20 in the 2007-2013 mandate to 4 out of 

20 in the 2020-2025 mandate. The number of 

female mayors in the Region dropped from 2 out 

of 34 for the 2013 - 2020 mandate to 0 out of the 

34 for the 2020 – 2025 mandate. At the level of 

the senate, we can count at 2 incumbent female 

senators out of 10 and no female within this 

current mandate.

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PRESENTATION 
The amount of rainfall observed in this chapter 

is got from 8 different localities that are chosen 

in such a way that all the different Divisions of 

the Region are represented. In 2014 the Locality 

of Kumbo registered the highest amount of 

rainfall while that of Nkambe registered the 

least. 

In 2013, the temperatures were measured in five 

localities of the Region. The least average 

temperatures in 2013 were around 12°C in the 

Mbengwi locality, whereas the highest 

temperatures (42°C) were registered in the 

locality of Bamunka.The temperature situation 

in the country shows a general warming of 

about 1.3°C in 2021, which is 0.2 degrees 

higher compared to 2020. It is in the southwest 

part of the Adamaoua plateau and its border 

areas with the West, North West, South West, 

East, and South, where a significant warming of 

1.7°C to 2°C was observed in 2020. This level 

of warming remains almost the same in 2021, 

ranging from 1.5°C to 2°C. 

Temperature and rainfall data relate only to 

Bamenda and are captured from Bamenda Up 

Station (2014-2016) and Pinyin (2017-2021) 

stations in the North West. 

 

 

METHODOLOGY 

The methodology consisted of exploiting the 

statistical yearbooks of MINADER, titled 

"AGRI-STAT", to extract data relating to 

rainfall and temperature in certain agricultural 

zones of the Region.

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CHAPTER 4: POPULATION CHARACTERISTICS 
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PRESENTATION 

Eighteen years after the second General 

Population and Housing Census of Cameroon, 

which was conducted in April 1987, the 

population of the North West Region in 

December 2005 was one million seven hundred 

and twenty-eight thousand nine hundred and 

fifty-three (1,728,953 inhabitants). 

Between the first General Population and 

Housing Census carried out in April 1976, when 

the North West counted 980,831 inhabitants (out 

of the 7 663 246 inhabitants that were counted 

in Cameroon) and the third General Population 

and Housing Census conducted in November 

2005, the population of the North West almost 

doubled; its population increased by a multiple 

of 1.76 precisely, a bit less than the population 

growth at the national level that increased by a 

multiple of 2.27. With the persistence of this 

strong sustainable demographic trend, one can 

estimate the population of the Region and that 

of the country at 2 429 174 and 29 442 327 

inhabitants respectively in as of January 1, 2025.  

Since 2010, the population structure with 

respect to age of the North West has been 

marked by its extreme youth majority. A little 

more than half of the population persistently 

remains to be less than 20 years (56.8% in 2011, 

2012, 2013, 2014, and 56.4%, 52.3% and 51.7% 

in the years 2015, 2016 and 2017 respectively). 

This proportion is estimated to be situated at 

about 49.5% in the year 2025. The demographic 

weight of children aged less than 15 years was 

situated at 40.95% in 2017. Old persons (60 

years and above) represented 4.8% (respectively 

5.1%) of the total population of the region in 

2017 (in 2025). These trends are similar to those 

observed at the national level. 

As concerns registration of civil status events, 

there was a total number of 111,529 births (of 

which 61,193 were under judgment), 44,451 

marriages and 2,981 deaths (of which 779 were 

under judgment) that were recorded in the 

region over the period 2018-2021. 

 

 

METHODOLOGY 

This chapter was realized using publications of 

the 1st, 2
nd

 and 3
rd

 General Population and 

Housing Censuses of 1976, 1987 and 2005 

(projections published, structured by age of the 

population by region, etc.); of the “ Cameroon 

Demographic Indicators (Indicateurs 

Démographiques sur le Cameroun)” published 

by the Ministry of Planning and Regional 

Development in 1993 ; of the “Variables 

Dictionary (Dictionnaire des variables)” 

published by the National Institute of Statistics 

(NIS); and of the “1998 Administrative Map of 

Cameroon (carte administrative du Cameroun 

de 1998)” and the “Continental Surface Area 

(Superficie Continentale)” published by the 

National Institute of Cartography (NIC). 

Actual population figures are those of 1976, 

1987 and 2005 which are the years that censuses 

were conducted in Cameroon. Projections are 

got from the following documents: “Projections 

Démographiques” (Demographic Projections) 

officially produced by BUCREP based on the 

results of the 3
rd

 GPHC and “Projections 

Démographiques et estimations des cibles 

prioritaires des différents programmes et 

interventions de santé” (Population projections 

and estimates of priority targets for different 

health programs and interventions) produced 

by the NIS in collaboration with MINSANTE. 

Civil status information came from the North 

West Regional Agency of BUNEC

. 
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DEFINITIONS 

Population: It is the number of persons residing 

in Cameroon at a given date.  

Urban/rural population: The 1976 and 1987 

censuses of Cameroon considered an urban 

population to be any population living in an 

agglomeration having at least 5 000 inhabitants, 

a secondary or post-primary school, a health 

unit, a terminal functional fountain as well as a 

daily market. On the other hand, the censuses 

considered a locality of less than 5 000 

inhabitants and not having any of the above 

cited infrastructures as rural. 

Population density: It is an indicator that gives 

the relation between the population and the 

surface area on which this population lives. The 

density is got by dividing the total population by 

the surface area of the territory, and generally 

given in inhabitants per km
2
. 

Sex ratio (or male sex ratio): Sex ratio is the 

ratio of the number of men to the number of 

women. It is generally expressed as a value 

index, which is the number of men for 100 

women. By convention, the male sex is more 

often considered as the numerator and hence the 

phrase, male sex ratio of the population.  

Age distribution of the population: It is the 

distribution of the total population either by age 

or by age group. The age groups are generally in 

5 years intervals; example: 0-4 years, 5-9 years, 

10-14 years, etc. The age distribution of the 

population is also occasionally used to classify 

the population by year of birth. 

NB: It should be noted that the projected 

population of the Region does not consider the 

effects of the on-going socio-political crisis that 

started since November 2016.

The proportion of the population affected by the 

absence of lodging security reduced from 68.2 % 

to 62.6 % in the North West Region between 2006 

and 2011, which indeed is about 5 points (5 

percent) of increase in lodging security. This 

situation is contrary to that of the national level 

where the absence of lodging security instead 

increased from 51.6 % to 64.7 % within the same 

period. 
 

As concerns lodging durability, in 2011, 6.7% 

of households in the North West occupied lodgings 

considered as temporary. This proportion is lower 

than that of the national level which is around 

10.1%. 
 

Looking at the precarious nature of habitats in the 

North West Region, nine out of ten households 

were considered to be occupying precarious 

habitats (89.9%) in 2011. Precarious habitats are 

lodgings occupied by households that fulfil at least 

one of the following five criteria: temporal/non-

durable (6.7 %), insecure (64.3 %), overpopulated 

(16.7 %), without improved sources of water 

supply (34.2 %), without improved sanitary 

installations (76.3 %). 
 

Between 2007and 2014, the poverty rate in the 

North West Region experienced an increase as 

opposed to the general decrease in poverty rate at 

national level. The incidence of poverty (poverty 

rate), had a variation of +4.3 and -2.4 points in the 

North West Region and at the national level 

respectively within the above-mentioned period.  
 

In 2007, households in the North West Region 

dedicated the greatest part of their income to food, 

lodging (including paid or imputed rents as well as 

the consumption of water and energy), transport 

and dressing (including shoes) in that order 

 

METHODOLOGY 
Data that were used for analysis on poverty were 

got from, the four Cameroon Household Surveys 

(ECAM) realised by the National Institute of 

Statistics in 1996, 2001, 2007 and 2014, from the 

main reports of the third and fifth Multiple 

Indicators Cluster Survey (MICS 3 and MICS 5) 

and from the main report of the joined surveys 

“Demographic and Health Survey/ Fourth Multiple 

Indicators Cluster Survey” (EDS-MICS 4) and 

EPC-MILDA 2013. 
 

During the ECAM 4 survey in 2014, a basket of 

the 46 most consumed goods that represent about 

70% of foodstuffs consumed by households was 

constituted. The poverty line with respect to 

household foodstuff consumption (Za) was got by 

attributing a price value to the basket 

corresponding to the price value in Yaoundé, the 

administrative capital of the country (the base 

Region). Food poverty line with respect to 

household consumption is calculated from the 

consumption cost of a certain amounts of 

kilocalories that permits a person to subsist. It was 

retained since 2001 that 2900 kilocalories per adult 

equivalence will be considered. There are, 

however, no norms for getting the non-foodstuff 

poverty line (Zna). In 2014, the non-foodstuff 

poverty line was considered to be the average of 

household non-foodstuff consumption for which 

the total consumption per adult-equivalence is 

equal to the food poverty line. The poverty line 

(Z), which is the sum of the food poverty line and 

the non-food poverty line, is formulated thus: Z = 

Za + Zna. Three indicators were used to measure 

poverty: the incidence of poverty (P0), the depth of 

poverty (P1) and the severity of poverty (P2). 
 

The simplest indicator is the incidence (or rate) of 

poverty. If there are n persons in the population 

and that q of them are poor, that is to say they have 

a level of annual consumption Yi per adult inferior 

to the poverty line, Z (that is, if Yi<Z for q 

individuals), the poverty rate is P0=q/n. The depth 

of poverty is equal to the average of residuals 

between the poverty line and the level of 

consumption of poor persons, in percentage of the 

poverty line. The severity of the poverty assigns a 

more important weight to the poorest persons. 
 

Information on the number of issued town 

planning certificates and on the number of issued 
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building permits were got from the Regional 

Delegation of MINHDU. Information on land titles 

were got both from the Regional Delegation of 

MINDCAF and from the 2014 and 2017 National 

Statistical Yearbooks of Cameroon

. 

 

DEFINITIONS 

Poor person: a person living in a household whose 

consumption value per adult equivalence is less 

than poverty line. 
 

Incidence of poverty or poverty rate: ratio (in 

percentage) of the number individuals living below 

poverty line to the whole population. 
 

The depth of poverty or the residual to poverty 

line: The relative difference between poverty line 

and the average expenses of households. It 

measures the average gap between the annual 

consumption expenditure per adult equivalence of 

poor households and poverty line. 
 

Severity of poverty: It measures the distribution of 

expenses of poor households around the average of 

expenses of poor households. It thus helps in 

measuring the differences in the intensity of 

poverty among poor households. 
 

Poverty line: It is an indicator of the level of 

welfare which helps to determine if a household is 

poor (in case the indicator is less than the poverty 

line), or not poor (otherwise). It is conceived in a 

way that those that will be classified as not-poor 

are those that can at least afford to satisfy their 

basic vital needs (foodstuff and non-foodstuff 

needs). In 2014, the poverty line was set at 339 715 

FCFA per year per adult equivalence
1
 (that is, 28 

310 FCFA per month or 931 FCFA per day) as 

compared to that of 2007 which was set at 269 443 

FCFA (that is, 22 454 FCFA per month or 738 

FCFA per day).

 This notion helps in comparing the consumption of two 

households of different compositions by taking into consideration 

their different sizes and the ages and gender of the household 

members. 

Economic welfare quintiles (Economic welfare 

Index): The economic welfare index is constructed 

using the data on the characteristics of lodging and 

possessions of households, from the analysis on 

major components. Though the EDS-MICS 4 and 

EPC-MILDA 2013 surveys did not collect data on 

incomes and household consumption, detailed 

information was collected on lodging and its 

characteristics as well as on household access to a 

variety of goods and services for consumption, 

which are used as a measure of the economic 

situation.  
 

Q1: It is the set of the 20% poorest households in 

terms of their level of expenses on consumption. 

We also refer to it as the first quintile or the 

poorest quintile.  
 

Q5: This is the set of 20% richest households in 

terms of their level of expenses on consumption. It 

is also referred to as the fifth quintile or the richest 

quintile. 
 

Q5/Q1 ratio: This ratio measures the difference in 

consumption expenses between the 20% richest 

households and the 20% poorest households. 
 

 

Lodging characteristics: this involves mostly the 

nature of the floor, walls and roof of the 

household. 
 

Natural floor: Floor covered only with earth or 

sand 
 

Rudimentary floor: Floor covered with wood 

plank. 
 

Definite floor: Floor principally covered with any 

of the following material: seasoned wood, vinyl, 

asphalt, tiles or marble, cement, carpet. 
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Natural roof: Absence of roof or roof made of 

plantain leaves, grass or mats 
 

Rudimentary roof: Roof made of palms or 

bamboo 
 

Definite roof: Roof principally made of any of the 

following material: metal/aluminum, wood, 

zinc/cement fibers, tile, cement, and shingles. 
 

Natural walls: walls made of mats, thatch or 

leaves. 
 

Rudimentary walls: Walls principally made of any 

of the following material: bamboo with mud, 

stones with mud, un-plastered adobe (or sun-dried) 

brick, plywood, carton, residual wood. 
 

Definite walls: cement, stones with cement, bricks, 

cement blocks, plastered adobe (or sun-dried) 

bricks, wood/shingle planks

In Cameroon, education remains to be one of 

the key concerns of the Government's. The 

efforts made in this domain have led to an 

increase in the overall net enrollment rate in 

primary education from 76.9% in 2001 to 

82.6% 
4
in 2021, passing through 85.1% in 

2014 at the national level. In the North West 

Region, this rate increased from 88.7% in 2001 

to 96.8% in 2014, only to decline to 67.3% in 

2021. This net enrollment rate in the region 

conceals an unequal distribution between 

urban areas (91.1%) and rural areas (56.2%).. 

During the 2021/2022 academic year, the 

schooling population for the different levels of 

education in the North West Region were:  

33 879  in nursery education, 225 770 in 

primary education and 60 837 in secondary 

education. These figures show a net increase 

with respect to what was recorded in the 

previous year (17 893 in kindergarten, 12 6209 

in the primary and 42 585 au secondary 

education respectively).

Data for higher education in the 2021/2022 

academic year were only those for the 

University of Bamenda and it revealed a total 

enrolment of 19 236, a little less than the 19 

525 enrolment of the previous academic year. 

The drop in enrolment is as a result in the drop 

in enrolment in some schools/faculties such as 

FED, FHS, FLPS, HICM, and, HTTTC, with 

FED experiencing a drastic drop by 44%

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PRESENTATION 

According to the data collected from health the 

districts of the Region by the follow up and 

evaluation team of the Regional Unit for the Fight 

against Malaria for the North West (URLP), 

consultation rates and hospitalization due to 

malaria practically remained stable between the 

years 2017 and 2018 within the general population. 

It increased to 48% in 2019 and to 50% in 2020. 

Regarding the mortality due to this same disease, 

the rate decreased between 2020 (8.9%) and 2021 

(3.9%) in the general population, with a similar 

trend observed in the hospitalized population over 

the same period (40.9% in 2021 against 50.3% in 

2020 and 48.6% in 2019).. 

The situation of the HIV/AIDS pandemic, although 

worrying, is in slight regression in the North West 

Region. The prevalence of this disease in the 

population aged 15-49 dropped from 8.7% to 4.0% 

between 2004 and 2018. However, compared to the 

level of the indicator at the national level (2.7% in 

2011) we still observe a difference of 1.3 points. 

According to estimates made by the Ministry of 

Health and its partners, this gap will be reduced to 

one point in 2025 and the level of the indicator will 

be 3.2% at the regional level. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

This chapter was prepared using data made 

available to us by the Regional Delegation of 

Public Health. The programs housed in this 

delegation and in charge of vaccination and malaria 

control provided us with valuable data. We also 

used reports from some surveys conducted by the 

NIS (DHS 2004, DHS-MICS 2011, EPC-MILDA 

2013, MICS 2014 and CDHS 2018) even among 

children under 5 years of age (17.4% in 2020 and 

7.1% in 2021). According to the CDHS surveys, 

76.3% of households in the region owned at least 

one LLIN in 2018 compared to 43.7% in 2011. 

 

In 2021, according to the National Malaria Control 

Program at the regional level, the overall malaria 

morbidity rate is 15.5% and is decreasing compared 

to those recorded for the years 2020 (19.5%) and 

2019 (18.3%). This downward trend in the malaria 

morbidity rate in the general population is identical 

to that.

According to the results of the 3
rd

 Survey on 

Employment and the Informal Sector (EESI 3), 

the rate of activity (as defined by the ILO) stood 

at 51.1% in the North West region in 2021. This 

rate has experienced a continuous decrease from 

2005 (72.5%) through 2010 (68.9%). The 

employment rate was at 48.7% in 2021, also 

showing a continuous decrease from 2005 

(69.9%) through 2010 (67.9%). The rate 

unemployment (as defined by the ILO) increased 

from 3.6% in 2005 to 4.6% in 2021.  

The labour market in the North West Region is 

characterized by a strong supremacy of the 

informal sector which remains the biggest 

employment provider. The rate of informal 

employment was at 91.2% in 2021, while it 

stood at 94.0% in 2010. The working conditions 

of workers remain very unfavourable. The 

overall underemployment affects 70.2% of the 

active population. The level of underemployment 

continues to be a concern, despite a significant 

decrease compared to 2010 when it stood at 

78.3%. The wage employment rate, which was at 

37.1% in 2021, increased by 22.9 percentage 

points compared to 2010. 

In order to globally suppress employment 

problems, especially youth – employment related 

problems, the government has been creating 

structures for the promotion of employment and 

funding. Examples of such structures include 

FONIJ, NEF, PAJER-U, and PIAASI  

The number of job seekers that had been 

received and oriented by the NEF in the Region, 

which experienced a constant increase from 2013 

to 2015, experienced a saw-tooth evolution from 

2015 (2401 in 2015, 2128 in 2016, 2324 in 2017 

and 1291 in 2018). This saw-tooth evolution was 

also witnessed in the number of job seekers who 

have had financial benefits from the NEF for a 

vocational training (formal or on the job), as it 

dropped from 779 in 2015 to 102 in 2016 and 

then increased to 227 in 2017 and then no 

beneficiary in 2018. This saw-tooth evolution in 

the number of persons that received financial 

benefits between 2015 and 2017 lead to a similar 

manner of evolution in the amounts given out for 

financing within this same period of time; it 

dropped from 55 439 000 FCFA in 2015 to 37 

805 000 FCFA in 2016 and then increased to 49 

075 000 FCFA in 2017. There was no financing 

in 2018 for vocational training. 

The total number of young people trained with 

FONIJ funding between 2018 and 2021 is 511 

(302 boys and 209 girls). However, it should be 

noted that the number of young people trained 

has been increasing year after year during this 

period. FONIJ has funded micro-projects and 

helped to establish 283 young people in the 

region since its creation 

The total amount of funding for young people 

established during the same period is 

766,439,726 CFA francs for 475 micro-activities 

and 136 junior enterprises. 

Between 2005 and 2014, out of the 11 631 

projects that were funded by PIAASI in the 

entire nation, 1 124 projects were projects of the 

North West Region. The projects funded in the 

North West generated 4 496 employments. 

However, it should be noted that in 2015, the 

North West Regional branch of PIAASI 

concentrated on recovering the finances it had 

granted since its creation. "The other youth 

employment projects are on hold or in their final 

phase." 
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METHODOLOGY 

Statistics on the labour market come from the 

results of phase 1 of the 2
nd

 and 3
rd

 Surveys on 

Employment and the Informal Sector (EESI 2 

and EESI 3) realised in 2010 and 2021 

respectively. The activity reports of the NW 

regional branches of the NEF, PAJER-U, the 

NCSPD and PIAASI helped in getting other 

information found in this chapter. Data on 

professional training were provided by the 

Regional Delegation of MINEFOP and those on 

competitive examinations for integration into the 

public service were provided by the Regional 

Delegation of MINFOPRA. Data on SPCD/SME 

(Support Programme to the Creation and 

Development of SMEs for transformation and 

conservation of local mass consumption 

products) were got from the Regional Delegation 

of MINPMEESA. 

 

In order to help the readers to better understand 

some tables of this chapter, the definitions of 

some concepts and indicators used by the NIS 

during EESI 2 and EESI 3 (see the main report 

of the phase 1 of EESI 2 and EESI 3 and the 

Handbook of the concepts and definitions used in 

official statistical publications in Cameroon, 

published by the NIS in 2011 and 2009 

respectively) are given below. 

 

 

 

DEFINITIONS 

Working age population: Population of those 

from 10 years and above (for the objectives of 

the EESI survey) 

Labour force: It includes all those who within a 

specified period of reference can provide 

available labour for the production of goods and 

services. The production of goods and services 

here includes all forms of production and the 

transformation of goods and services 

(commercial or not) for wages in cash or in kind 

for the benefit or for the family. One deduces 

from it that the labour force is comprised of both 

the employed persons and the unemployed 

persons. 
 

Employed persons: It is the population of all 

those of working age who during the week 

preceding the survey, were engaged in any 

activity for a working period of at least an hour a 

week for a pay or profit. They include all wage 

earners, employers, family helps in a company 

and house helps. They also include workers who 

are temporally absent from work due to some 

reasons such as illness, paid-leaves, strikes or 

lockouts, maternity leaves, study leaves, etc. 

Also included are those who are not yet working, 

but have had an engagement to start working 

sometime later (at most one month after the 

survey). 
 

Unemployed person (according to ILO) : 

Person without employment, who haven’t 

worked (not even for an hour) during the week 

preceding the survey and had sought an 

employment during the month preceding the 

survey and declaring him/herself available to 

take an employment within the next fifteen days. 
 

Wage-earner: An individual having an 

employment remunerated regularly in cash 

and/or in kind following a defined periodicity, 

and who is having an explicit or implicit work 

contract with the same employer continuously. 
 

Informal Sector: All production units not 

having tax payer’s numbers and/or not keeping 

formal account (according to the OHADA 

accounting plan).  

 

Participation rate according to ILO: Ratio of 

the labour force (employed and ILO unemployed 

persons) to the working age population.  
 

Unemployment rate according to ILO: Ratio 

of the unemployed persons according to ILO to 

the labour force (occupied active persons and 

ILO unemployed persons).  
 

Unemployment rate: Ratio of the unemployed 

persons to the labour force.  
 

Employee rate: Ratio of the number of 

salary/wage-earners to the employed labour 

force.  
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Low-wage rate: Proportion of workers whose 

salary is inferior to 2/3 of the national median 

salary. This indicator is calculated for salaried 

workers (executives, employees, labourers, 

workers).  
 

Rate of visible under-employment: Ratio of the 

number of employed persons working 

involuntarily less than 40 hours per week, to the 

number of employed persons. This rate was also 

calculated on the basis of 35 working hours per 

week.  
 

Rate of invisible under-employment: 

Percentage of employed persons whose hourly 

incomes are inferior to the hourly income 

specified by the legislation, calculated on the 

basis of the guaranteed minimum wage (28 500 

CFAF/month) for an hourly volume of 40 hours 

per week.  
 

Rate of global under-employment: Ratio of the 

number unemployed persons plus employed 

persons in the situation of under-employment 

(visible or invisible), to the labour force. It can 

be calculated according to ILO or the enlarged 

meaning.  

Rate of employment: Ratio of the number of 

employed persons to the working age population. 
 

Rate of vulnerable employment: Proportion of 

own account workers and non-remunerated 

family workers within the total of employments. 
 

Rate of informal employment: Ratio of the 

number of occupied active persons exercising in 

the informal sector to the total number of 

occupied active persons.  

 
 

Below is the representation of an extract from 

the website of NEF (www.fne.cm)that provides 

some information about the various programs 

and employment development tools used by this 

institution:  

 

PADER: Support Programme for Development 

of Rural Jobs, which aims at fighting against 

poverty through the creation and strengthening 

of rural employment. 

GEP : Graduate Employment Program, which is 

a pre-employment internship program whose 

purpose is to provide young to graduates without 

professional experience a qualification together 

with practical experience (thereby enriching their 

CV), to facilitate their integration into the 

production circuit. The strategy of this 

interactive program “pre-employment training” 

is based on: 

 The sharing (50/50) of the cost of 

allowances paid to interns by the NEF 

and the company 

 The freedom of the company to recruit or 

not the young intern at the end of his or 

her internship 

 Inciting the government to exempt taxes 

on fees paid to interns 

 The acquisition of work experience by 

young trainees 

 

 PREJ: The Youth Employment/Retirement 

Programme aims at investigating young 

graduates in business, replacing the personnel 

called to claim their pension rights, or persons 

who must directly or indirectly leave their posts 

to replace these retired ones; and in the strict 

compliance with the human resource 

management policy of the company.

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PRESENTATION 

The NSIF has two social insurance centres (CSI) 

in the North West: one in Bamenda and the other 

in Nkambe. While the incomes of these two 

centres witnessed a continuous increase between 

2013 and 2016, they experienced a decrease till 

2018 and then started experiencing a rise again 

till 2022. The expenditures of the centres 

experienced a saw-tooth fluctuation within the 

period 2013-2022. 

Between 2021 and 2022, the level of collection 

of social contributions of the CSI of the North 

West increased by 4.1%. This increase was 

mainly due to significant increases in revenue 

from the branches of family benefits (+3.3%) 

and occupational hazards (+43.8%). Within the 

same period, a slight decrease was observed in 

the revenue of the branch old age, disability, and 

death pensions (-5.3%). It is important to note 

that the increase observed over the 2021-2022 

period in the entire region was also observed in 

both the Bamenda and Nkambe CSIs.  

In 2022, the level of social allowances paid by 

the CSIs of Bamenda and Nkambe increased 

compared to 2021. This increase is mainly 

attributable to payments from the branch of old-

age, invalidity and death pensions (+4.4%) and 

family benefits (+2.9%). Within the same period, 

payments for occupational risks experienced a 

drop (-12.2%).  

According to the Third Employment and the 

Informal Sector Survey (EESI 3) realised in 

2021 by the NIS, the proportion of workers that 

have had work accidents at their main place of 

work within the past 12 months in the NWR was 

at 12.8%; a decrease compared to 23.4% in 

2010. According to the same survey, only about 

9% of workers in the Region are covered by 

insurance within their principal place of work, a 

net improvement from the 4.3% recorded in 

2010. The same survey also shows that the 

syndication rate (members of a syndicate whose 

contributions are up to date) in the Region is at 

1.0% in the region and 2.0% nationwide in 2021. 

 

METHODOLOGY 
Activity reports for the years 2013 to 2021 of the 

Regional Directorate of the NSIF for the West 

and North West Regions were exploited. Data 

was exploited from these activity reports 

concerning the CSIs of the North West 

(Bamenda and Nkambe).  

For a better understanding of this chapter, let us 

specify that the accounts of social protection 

describe various interventions of the social 

protection according to the types of social 

benefits and risks covered. They equally permit 

the apprehension of the financial balance of the 

systems and the origin of their resources. Social 

insurance benefits are distributed into three risks: 

 Family benefits: compensates part of 

charges related to the birth and the 

education of children. 

 Occupational hazards: covers illness, 

invalidity, disability, industrial or 

accidents and industrial or work diseases. 

 Old-age, invalidity and death pensions: 
corresponds to cessation of activity and 

to other services as well as to survivor’s 

pensions. The contributions of voluntary 

insured persons (persons who, on their 

own initiative, have taken out coverage 

against social risks with a social security 

scheme) are included in this category 

Data on social security and social dialogue come 

from the results of the surveys on employment 

and the informal sector (EESI 3 and EESI 2) 

carried out in 2010 by the NIS. Some data in this 

chapter come from the Regional Delegation of 

the Ministry of Labour and Social Security 

(MINTSS).

CHAPITRE 10: JUSTICE AND PENITENTIARY 

ADMINISTRATION 
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PRESENTATION 

In Cameroon, the Ministry of Justice is 

responsible for managing prisons and courts. 

The North West Region has 9 functional Courts 

of First Instance (CFI), 7 High Courts, 1 Court 

of Appeal (CA), 42 Customary Courts and 7 

prisons. In the Region, out of every 100 000 

inhabitants, there is an average 2 police units 

and 3 gendarmerie units in charge of judiciary 

policing. 

Between 2018 and 2022, the average number of 

detainees per month decreased. It decreased 

from 1172 detainees (among whom were 48 

women and 40minors) in 2018 to 848 detainees 

(among whom were 35 women and 23 minors) 

in 2022. The average number of minors 

detained in 2022 was 23, and they were no girls 

among them. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

The information in this chapter comes from the 

Regional Delegation of Penitentiary 

Administration, the Court of Appeal, the 

Gendarmerie Legion of the North West Region, 

and the Report on the Baseline Indicators of 

Criminal Chain in Cameroon Report produced 

by the NIS in November 2014. The monthly 

statistical reports on the situation of detainees in 

prisons in the region produced by the Regional 

Delegation of Penitentiary Administration was 

also used.

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CHAPTER 11: ARTS AND CULTURE, TOURISM AND 

LEISURE  
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PRESENTATION 

UNESCO defines culture as a set of distinctive, 

spiritual and material, intellectual and 

emotional traits (features) that characterize a 

society or a social group. It embodies, in 

addition to arts and letters, the ways of life, the 

fundamental rights of human beings, security 

system, traditions and beliefs (UNESCO 2001). 

The North West Region is characterized by a 

rich cultural and ethnic diversity. Music, 

dancing and many other cultural activities are 

the most predominant activities. For example, 

in 2021, 146 traditional dance groups and 40 

cultural festivals were identified at the level of 

the Regional Delegation of Arts and Culture, 

quite below the figures of 2019 (430 dance 

groups and 64 cultural festivals identified). The 

monument in the honour of deceased soldiers, 

which was made ahead of the occasion of the 

celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the 

Cameroon armed forces, was added to the list 

of the monuments in the Region. As concerns 

cinematography, it can be noted that the last 

functional cinema hall of the Region was closed 

down in the year 2000. 

Regarding the hotel accommodation in the 

North West Region, 136 hotel establishments 

were identified in 2021, among which are 9 

hotels ranked as 3 stars. The accommodation 

capacity of the hotel establishments in the 

North West, which showed a constant increase 

since 2016, evolved to 2 703 beds for 2 642 

rooms in 2021. It should be noted that with 

respect to the year 2020, the number of beds 

and rooms were almost stable. 

The evolution of the arrivals and nights spent 

by non-residents and residents in 

accommodation establishments showed a 

constant decreasing from the year 2017 to 2020 

(from 23793 arrivals in 2017 to 4 366 arrivals 

in 2020). A recovery in arrivals in 2021 with 

9,437 arrivals recorded was observed. From this 

recovery, followed an increase in hotel incomes 

between 2020 (87,569,927 Fcfa) and 2021 

(265,905,734 Fcfa). 

 

 

METHODOLOGY 
The tables in this chapter were elaborated in 

collaboration with the Regional Delegation of 

Arts and Culture. Information on culture that 

was needed from the said Delegation was 

indicated to the competent services of the 

Delegation and got from them. After exploiting 

the documents made available by the competent 

services, information was extracted and 

presented in tables. Musicians, traditional dance 

groups, plastic artists, etc. are those who are 

primarily registered and identified at the level 

of the Regional Delegation of Arts and Culture. 

In order to monitor the entry of the tourists into 

the country, the Ministry for Tourism and 

Leisure (MINTOUL) usually sends 

questionnaires every month to its Regional 

Delegations for them to collect information on 

hotel activities and it also demands that these 

Delegations produce annual reports that are to 

be returned to the Ministry. Based on this fact, 

the information contained in this chapter on 

hotel establishments and other tourism aspects 

comes mainly from the North West Regional 

Delegation of Tourism and the Leisure. 
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DEFINITIONS 

A resident: It refers to any person, regardless 

of nationality (Cameroonian or foreign), who 

has a home in Cameroon. 

A non-resident: It refers to anyone whose 

length of stay in the country does not exceed six 

months. 

A Night: We talk of a night when a person 

arrives in a lodging establishment and spends 

one night. 

Tourism: According to WTO, tourism 

comprises the activities of persons travelling to 

and staying in places outside their usual 

environment for not more than one consecutive 

year for leisure, and other purposes, but not for 

gainful activities. 

A tourist: It is a visitor who spends at least one 

night in collective or private accommodation in 

the place visited. 

Arrival in a lodging establishment: There is 

arrival in an establishment when a person 

arrives at the establishment and fills a police 

form to spend at least one night. This can be 

collective or private. Counting of arrivals is 

individual. 

Arrivals: Number of people who arrived a 

lodging, to spend at least one night for 

tourism  

Overnight in a tourist facility: We talk of an 

overnight when a person arrives in a lodging 

establishment, fills a police record to spend a 

night, either charged or free of charge. This can 

be collective or private. Overnights are also 

individually counted. 

Number of nights: Number of nights spent 

in a place of accommodation for all 

arrivals.

CHAPTER 14: SOCIAL AFFAIRS AND PROMOTION OF 
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PRESENTATION 

The aim of “Social Affairs” is generally for 

assisting members of the society who are in 

vulnerable situations due to age, race, sex and/or 

government aid dependence. In Cameroon, the 

major ministries concerned with social affairs 

are MINAS and MINPROFF. 

In 2021, the operating budget of the MINAS 

Regional Delegation made it possible: (i) to 

identify 4900 cases of displaced children and 

638 returned to the region, (ii) to identify 269 

cases of children forced into prostitution and 491 

cases of rape victims, and (iii) to provide 

assistance to 521 children in difficulty with 

justice, including 76 in custody, 172 defendants, 

79 prosecuted (free or on provisional detention 

order) and 193 who benefited from a reduction 

in sentence, a discharge order, release or 

acquittal. 

 

At the regional level, the Regional Delegation of 

MINPROFF organised a mass legalisation of 

407 collective marriages in 2015, 108 in 2016 

and 136 in 2021. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

Data related to this chapter was got from both 

MINAS and MINPROFF. Data from MINAS 

were got by exploiting their 2018, 2019, 2020 

and 2021 Annual Reports, while data from 

MINPROFF were got from their service in 

charge of Statistics in its Regional Delegation.

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PRESENTATION 

Between the 2010 and 2011, the production of the 

major food crops increased between the 2010 and 

2011 agricultural years. This increase was 

observed for example in the production of the 

following crops: onion (29.1%), pepper (24.1%), 

tomato (23.4%), soft Banana (21.9%), cassava 

(18.1%), groundnut (9.1%), plantain (8.1%), and 

Irish Potato (6.0%). Among the products whose 

productions dropped, cucumber/pumpkin seeds 

recorded the greatest drop (46.1%). However, it 

should be noted that there has been a general 

decrease in the production of the main crops since 

2016. And for some, production has practically 

come to a halt in 2021.In 2022, the production of 

maize was estimated at 140,500 tons and that of 

rice at 4,300 tons. Regarding the main cash crops, 

the production of cocoa and coffee was estimated 

at 1,370 tons and 1,840 tons respectively. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

The methodology consisted of exploiting the 

Agri-stat documents of MINADER to extract 

from them the data relating to the production and 

the surface area of the principal food crops in the 

Region.  

Editions N° 014, 015, 016 and 017 of AGRI-

STAT were exploited. These data came from 

surveys carried out by the personnel of the 

MINADER in the field. The data for agricultural 

products for the 2011 agricultural year are found 

in the following website:< 

http://countrystat.org/home.aspx?c=CMR >.It 

should be noted that these data are only estimates. 

However, preparations for the General Census for 

Agriculture and Livestock is in progress (RGAE), 

and its results will produce exact figures on the 

agricultural situation in Cameroon.

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CHAPTER 16: LIVESTOCK, FISHERIES AND ANIMAL 

INDUSTRIES 
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PRESENTATION 

In 2021, the Regional Delegation of the 

Ministry of Animal Breeding, Fishing and 

Animal Industries (MINEPIA) of the North 

West estimated the livestock at about 371 145 

cattle, 217 382 sheep, 451 517 goats, 371 842 

pigs and 1 361 192 table birds. It should be 

noted that this is the livestock at a specific time 

of the year, and one can observe that there has 

generally been a slight increase in livestock as 

compared to 2021.  

In 2022 about 107 511 cattle, 35 673 sheep, 

244 925 goats, 212 425 pigs and 203 021 Table 

birds were sold. These figures are inferior to 

those of 2021. 

However, it is important to note that the data 

contained in this chapter, notably the figures of 

the main livestock (cattle, sheep, goats, pigs 

and table birds are only estimates obtained 

from inspections carried out in the field by the 

staff of the services of MINEPIA. These 

figures will be corrected by the General 

Census for Livestock and Agriculture (RGAE) 

which is currently in preparation.

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PRESENTATION 

Protected areas are composed of national parks, 

forest (and wildlife) reserves, and sanctuaries. The 

North West Region has 9 protected areas of which 

6 are forest areas and 3 are wildlife areas. The 

Region however has no hunting areas. The 

protected areas cover about 6.6% of the total 

surface area of the Region. 

In 2016, the MINFOF provided a total of  

25 000 000 FCFA PIB funding to some councils 

and CIGs of the Region as financial support 

respectively for the maintenance of existing 

forests. These activities resulted in the 

maintenance of 28 000 trees.  

In 2022, the local marketing of wood was 

estimated at around 2,000 m
3
. Approximately the 

same quantity was sold in 2021 in the region. 

These quantities are far below those marketed 

during the 2015-2016 period before the crisis, 

where the average quantity of wood marketed 

locally was estimated at 30,000 m
3
.. 

According to the three Cameroon Household 

Surveys, ECAM 2, ECAM 3 and ECAM 4, that 

took place between 2001 and 2014, the evolution 

of the proportion of those using solid combustibles 

(or solid fuel) experienced a decreasing tendency 

both in the Region and nationwide. However, this 

proportion constantly remained higher in the 

Region compared to the proportion of the national 

consumption rate. In 2014, 80.9% of the 

population of the North West Region still used 

solid fuel as source of energy, while the 

nationwide population proportion consuming solid 

fuel for energy stood at 65.5%. The situation in the 

region worsened in 2016 as nine-tenth (9/10) of its 

inhabitants used solid fuel. 

According to RD - MINEPDED, a total of 1070kg 

of nonbiodegradable material was seized by its 

control team in 2020, and no fines were collected.

Since 2015, the number of subscribers to the 

CDE/Camwater network has been increasing over 

the years in the North West Region. Within the 

past three years, it increased from 22 383 in 2015 

to 25 575 in 2021. A decrease was however 

noticed in 2017 (21 683 subscribers), a period 

corresponding to when the level of insecurity in 

the region was on a rise.  

CDE/Camwater water consumed (sold) in the 

North West moved from 2677155m
3 

in 2015 to 2 

472 679 m
3 

in 2017 and was at 1 866 217 m
3 

in 

2021. Between 2011 and 2017, the income (all 

taxes inclusive) got from CDE/Camwater 

consumption had an increasing trend; it increased 

from 1 235 602 539 FCFA in 2011 to 1 317 589 

631 FCFA in 2017. However, there was a drastic 

drop in the incomes (all taxes inclusive) of 2015, 

2016 and 2017 compared to that of 2014 

(1416501543 FCFA). In 2021, despite the growing 

number of subscribers, revenues went to their 

lowest compared to previous years; they were 

estimated at 432,549,913 FCFA due to the 

numerous unpaid bills recorded during the year 

(1,718,169,013 FCFA). 

In the mining sector, the number of enterprises 

operating in the North West Region has been 

decreasing since 2014. It dropped from 222 in 

2014 to 197 in 2016. 

In 2016, ENEO registered a total of 80179 

subscribers in the entire Region. Out of the 34 

headquarters of the 34 different Sub-Divisions in 

the Region, seven (7) were not yet electrified by 

ENEO by the 31
st
 of December 2016 as opposed 

to 9 out of 34 that were not electrified by ENEO 

by the 31
st
 of December 2014. According to the 

Regional Delegation of MINEE, out of the 827 

identified villages in the Region, the number of 

villages Electrified by ENEO increased from 250 

(30.23%) in 2011 to 298 (36.03%) in 2018.  

It could also be noticed that while the number of 

petrol stations in the Region increased from 40 in 

2011 to 60 in 2018.

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PRESENTATION 

During the Second General Census of 

Enterprises (RGE 2), realized by the National 

Institute of Statistics during the period October 

- December 2016, 13 270 enterprises and 

establishments in activity in the North West 

Region were identified. This figure is almost 

two times the 6 487 enterprises that were 

identified in 2009. The analysis of the results of 

RGE 2 confirms the high representation of the 

tertiary sector that represents 79.1% of 

enterprises and establishments. The primary 

and secondary sectors represented respectively 

0.1% and 20.8% of the enterprises and 

establishments of the Region. 

Regarding the workforce employed in 

companies in the North West region, there were 

about 13,000 employees in all sectors who 

contributed to achieving a turnover of around 

318 billion FCFA, representing 2.4% of the 

turnover of enterprises at the National level. 

When considering the size of the enterprises 

identified during the census, 82.4% were Very 

Small Enterprises(VSEs), 16.1% Small 

Enterprises (SE), 1.5% Medium-Sized 

Enterprises (ME) and 0.03% of Large 

Enterprises (LE). 

From a geographical point of view, enterprises 

of the North West are essentially concentrated 

in Mezam Division, with 62.0% of enumerated 

enterprises located therein. Bui Division comes 

second with 14.8% on its territory. 

Following the legal status, individual 

enterprises represent 98.8% of the units 

enumerated. Enterprises having the status of 

society such as Public Limited Company 

(PLC), Limited Liability Company (LLC) and 

Single Member Public Limited Liability 

Company (SMLLC) are not many and 

represent only about 1.2% of the enterprises.  

Since its creation in 2011, the number of 

enterprises created by the Enterprise Creation 

Procedure Centre (ECPC) of Bamenda 

(commonly known as the One Stop Shop) 

steadily increased from 21 in 2011 to 444 in 

2022. In 2020 and 2021, the number of 

enterprises created was 380 and 550 

respectively. 
 
 

 

METHODOLOGY 

Most of the information in this chapter came 

from the results of the General Census of 

Enterprises (RGE) carried out in 2009 and in 

2016 by the National Institute of Statistics. 

Also included in this chapter are some essential 

tables and graphs that were extracted from the 

National Directory of Enterprises in the North 

West Region produced by the National Institute 

of Statistics in 2010. Other data were collected 

from the department in charge of statistics of 

the Regional Delegation of MINPMEESA.  

In order to allow the reader to better understand 

some tables of this chapter, we specify below, 

the typology of enterprises as used by the NIS. 

This typology is presented as follows: 

 The Informal Production Units (IPU) 

 The Very Small Enterprises (VSE): 

A VSE must have an annual tax-free turnover 

strictly less than 15 million CFAF or employs 

at most 5 persons. 

 The Small Enterprises (SE):  
A SE must employ between 6 and 20 persons 

realizes an annual tax-free turnover of between 

15 and 100 million CFAF. 

 The Medium Enterprises (ME) :  

A ME must realize an annual tax-free turnover 

of between 100 million CFAF and one billion 

FCFA, and employs between 21 and 100 

persons. 

 The Large Enterprises (LE) : 

In 2009, a large enterprise (LE) employs more 

than 100 people or generates more than one 

billion CFAF in annual turnover excluding 

taxes. In 2016, the annual turnover considered 

for a large enterprise is three billion CFAF 

excluding taxes..

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CHAPTER 20: HOUSEHOLD FINAL CONSUMPTION 

PRICES. 
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PRESENTATION 

Household final consumption prices recorded 

an increase of 6.8% within the year 2022 in 

Bamenda town. This result reveals an increase 

by 3 points with respect to the inflation of 

Bamenda town in 2021, which was at 3.8%. 

This general increase in the level of prices in 

2022 is largely due to the 8.1% increase in 

prices of housing services, water, gas, 

electricity and combustibles. Similarly, in 2021, 

the prices of food products and non-alcoholic 

beverages, restaurant and hotel services, and 

tobacco and narcotics, increased by 7.0%, 4.2% 

and 3.6% respectively. Compared to the other 

regional capitals of Cameroon, Bamenda 

recorded in 2021, ranked 2
nd

 in terms of the 

level of inflation immediately after the city of 

Bertoua. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

The National Price Index (NPI) for final 

consumption of households is a measure of the 

overall development of the retail prices of a set 

of goods and services for final consumption at 

the national level. Hence, it does not take into 

account capital goods purchased by households 

such as construction material. The NPI is the 

principal indicator of inflation. In this chapter, 

the base year for the calculation of the price 

index is 2011. The National Price Index (NPI) 

is got by calculating the weighted average of 

the price indeces of the ten regional (10) 

capitals of the nation, and its result helps in 

obtaining the national inflation rate. 

The data presented in this chapter were 

obtained through the Price Analysis Monitoring 

Unit of NIS in collaboration with the 

demographic and social statistics service of the 

North West Regional Agency of NIS. 

The regional indices are calculated using 

Laspeyres’ formula, with the following stages; 

-Calculating the average prices (of the various 

selling points) for each variety 

-Calculating the basic index of the variety 

-Calculating the post index as a simple or 

weighted average of the indices of the varieties, 

depending on whether these varieties are 

homogenous or heterogeneous. 

-Calculating the indices of sub groups from 

those of post indices 

-Calculating the indices of groups from the 

indices of the sub groups of the products 

-Calculating the index of the consumption 

functions from the indices of the consumer 

groups of the region 

-Calculating the general (regional) price index 

from the index of the consumption functions. 

The observed price is the price paid by a 

consumer who receives no special conditions 

and who purchase in cash. For food products 

and flammables sold in non-standard units: unit, 

stick, bunch, box, bucket, crate…etc, the money 

for the collection of prices is used for 

purchasing, after which the products or varieties 

are being weighed. These types of products are 

mainly found in markets. For products sold 

with conventional measures, one simply notes 

the prices displayed or given by the seller. 

The data presented in this chapter were 

developed by the unit in charge of prices in the 

NIS in collaboration with the service of 

Demographic and Social Statistics of the NW 

Regional Agency of the NIS.

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CHAPTER 21: TRANSPORT AND PUBLIC WORKS 
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PRESENTATION 

In 2020, the length of main (priority) asphalted 

roads surfaced with was 344.2km. The same 

year, the number length of main (priority) 

unpaved (or earth) roads was 1080.3km, and 

that for rural unpaved was 2,783.7km. 

The number of vehicles registered in the North 

West region increased in a saw tooth manner 

within the years 2014 and 2020, with a peak in 

2016 whereby 6854 vehicles were registered. 

From 2017, the date of the start of unrest in the 

region where total immatriculations stood at 

5,530, registrations began to fall. The total 

registrations fell to 1876 in 2020. Regarding the 

registration of motorcycles, the trend is similar 

over the period 2016-2020 with a drop from 

4095 to 875 registrations. 

Regarding the number of driving licenses 

issued in the Region, there has been a 

continuous decrease in the number of licenses 

issued between 2014 and 2020. This number 

went from 18,215 to 4,875, a trend opposite to 

that observed at the national level. 

The success rate for the driving license test 

varied between 78.1% and 95.8% in the North 

West Region while at the national level, it 

varied between 72.1% and 80.4% over the same 

period. Since 2015, the number of candidates 

enrolled for the driving license test has 

decreased, going from 13,014 in 2015 to 3,625 

in 2018. The success rate for this exam 

followed the same trend until 2017, before 

registering an increase to reach 90.71% in 2018. 

 

METHODOLOGY 

The activity reports from the Regional 

Delegations of Public works and of Transport 

that were made available are among the 

documents that were used to build up this 

chapter. Some data were also got from the 2014 

and 2021 editions of the Statistical yearbooks 

of transport. Data on road accidents were 

gotten from the Gendarmerie Legion of the 

North West Region and the Regional 

Delegation of Transport. It should be noted that 

these data on Road accidents from the two 

above mentioned sources were not summed up 

in order to avoid double counting.

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CHAPTER 22: COMMUNICATION, AND POST AND 

TELECOMMUNICATIONS 
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PRESENTATION 

The number of subscribers on the classical fixed 

telephone network of CAMTEL did not cease to 

decrease during these last years, moving from 1 

697 in 2016 to 756 in 2021. This number 

improved to  

1 226 in 2022. The internet association (ADSL) 

and fixed telephones however had a saw tooth 

progression within the same period; the number 

of subscribers in the ADSL in 2022 was 545 in 

the Region. The extension work of the optic fiber 

line has not advanced since 2016; the length 

remained the same at 190 km since then. 

The recovery rate of user fees related to the 

possession of a post office box with CAMPOST 

has decreased between 2018 (51.3%) and 2022 

(32.1%). Similarly, the number and quantity of 

mail has decreased over the period, both in 

outward and inward mail. Regarding the 

revenues generated from the sale of postage 

stamps, in 2015 in the North-West region, 

CAMPOST sold a total of 72,833 postage 

stamps for a total amount of 16,432,045 FCFA. 

According to the Regional Delegation of 

Communication, 34 radio stations and 3 

television stations had their headquarters in the 

North West Region in 2022.  

According to the Regional Delegation of Posts 

and Telecommunications, the North West 

Region registered 778,482 subscribers to the 

MTN network, 418,101 to the Orange network, 

and 6,264 to the Camtel (BLUE service) 

network.

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PRESENTATION 
Trade involves the transfer of ownership of 

goods or services from one person or entity to 

another in exchange for other goods or services 

or for money. Internal trade is trade within the 

boundaries of a country while external trade is 

trade between two or more countries. The 

structures in the Region dealing with trade are 

the Customs services in the Region and the 

Regional and Divisional Delegations of Trade.  

This chapter gives some statistics on internal 

and external trade and on income generated by 

the Delegations of Trade and by the Customs 

Sector from trading activities. As concerns 

internal trade, information is given on the 

distribution of markets in the region, and on 

cocoa and coffee production between the years 

2019 and 2021. As concerns the income 

generated by both the Delegations of Trade and 

the Customs Sector from trading activities, we 

see that the revenue generated by the Control 

and Anti-Corruption Brigades of the 

Delegations of trade has been experiencing a 

constant decrease from 2016 (22 428 841 

FCFA) to 2020 (1 316 392 FCFA). It however 

experienced an increase between 2020 and 

2021, rising to 5 700 460 FCFA.  

With regard to revenue generated by customs 

services, it increased continuously between 

2014 and 2016, then fell drastically between 

2016 (365,473,251 FCFA) and 2019 (12 129 

000 FCFA), before the recent rise to 176 562 

139 FCFA in 2021, passing through 27,136,133 

FCFA in 2020. 

 

 

METHODOLOGY 

This chapter was realized by exploiting the 

Annual Reports of the Regional Delegation of 

Trade, and by getting information from the 

Customs Sector of the North West.

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PRESENTATION 

This chapter deals with the different types and 

sources of public funds allocated in to the 

devolved services of the Region (either for 

functioning or for public investments), and the 

rates of execution (both physical and financial) 

of these funds. The chapter also gives the 

numbers of the different types of recognised 

financial institutions found in the Region. 

From 2018 to 2020, the Public funds disbursed 

to the decentralized public services of the NWR 

as running budget, the consumption rate 

experienced a continuous decrease, dropping 

from 95.1% as of the 31
st
 of December 2018 to 

about 60% in December 31 2020.  

As concerns investment in the Region using 

public finances known as Public Investment 

Budget (PIB) projects, the allocation for the 

Region kept varying from 2014 to 2022. In 

2014, the allocation for the Region stood at 

about 19.3 billion FCFA with about 12.7 billion 

FCFA (69%) of the total allocation managed by 

the Central services, while in 2022, the 

allocation stood at about 72.5 billion FCFA 

with about 62 Billion FCFA (85.7%) managed 

by the central services. The physical execution 

rates of projects managed at the level of the 

Region and Divisions as of the 31
st
 of 

December of each year experienced a 

continuous drop between 2015 (90.8%) and 

2019 (39.7%), and a continuous rise thereafter 

till 2022 (93.7%).  

In 2014, the sum of about 3.0 billion was 

allocated to the Region for the execution of 

Priority Investment Projects. By December 31
st
 

2014, the physical execution rate for these 

projects stood at 46.03%.  

As concerns FEICOM projects, a total amount 

of about 26.98 billion FCFA have been used to 

finance council projects between 2006 and 

2022.  

Among the investment projects that were to be 

managed by the devolved services in the 

Region in 2022, 389 of them out of 508 were 

identified as projects to be awarded by the 

Regional and Divisional Delegations of Public 

Contracts through an open invitation to tender. 

By the 31
st
 of December 2022, 381 (97.94%) 

out of the identified projects were awarded and 

373 (97.90%) of these awarded projects were at 

least started. 

Between 2011 and 2016, 375 projects of the 

first phase of PNDP micro-projects had been 

launched and completely executed with a 

physical execution rate of 100%. Between 2016 

and 2022, various projects in different domains 

(such as education, health, transport, 

agriculture, etc ) were realised during the 

second and third phases. During this period, 59 

projects were realised in the 3
rd

 phase. 

MIDENO, in 2022, funded projects worth about 

320 million FCFA with a physical execution 

rate of about 63%.
